really zing. But a wor
d of warning: best not

 write directly about re
al people or 

situations. Your friends
 or family might get a

 bit miffed, so make su
re you change 

any names and details.
 

Tip number fi ve – never
 give up. One of my f

avourite quotes about w
riting is this: 

“There’s nothing to wr
iting. All you do is sit down 

at a typewriter and ope
n a vein.” 

(‘Red’ Smith). Ha! He’s right too. Writing isn’t easy, and 
sometimes fi nishing a 

story or a whole book c
an feel like the hardest

 thing in the world. I
t pays to stick 

at it.
